TUESDAY 7th FEBRUARY

MONDAY 16th APRIL
Annual Parish Assembly takes place at 8.00pm in the Victoria Hall. It will provide an opportunity for parishioners to meet their Parish Councillors and raise matters of concern to the community.
SATURDAY 21st APRIL 

Queen’s (86th) Birthday Party for over 70’s at 2.30pm in the Women’s Institute Hut; a repeat of last year’s event.  Tickets, which are free, are available from the Chairman and the Parish Council Office from March onwards.

SUNDAY 3rd JUNE 

The Parish Council is encouraging local residents and organisations to come together to organise a street party as part of the national Big Jubilee Lunch that is being held on Sunday 3rd June 2012 to celebrate and commemorate the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee. The Parish Council is putting together a ‘How to....organise a street party’ pack which will provide a step-by-step. MONDAY 4th  JUNE

WEDNESDAY 6th – SATURDAY 9th JUNE

A Village History Exhibition will be held in Appleton Hall. This is a new event showcasing the history of Hartley Wintney. To help generate local interest, the event will be held during the week of the June Spring Bank Holiday, following on from the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee celebrations and ending on the day of the Village Festival.

SUNDAY 5TH AUGUST
Culture on the Common. A relaxing afternoon of high tea on the cricket green with classical music, pimms and strawberries, exhibitions from local artists and of course a cricket match.
YOUTH OLYMPICS PRIOGRAMME - AUGUST

We are putting together a ‘Youth Olympic Programme’ comprising free and subsidised youth sporting activities for local young people to take place throughout August 2012. The Parish Council, generously supported by local sport clubs and organisations, is planning to provide a number of free 'taster' sporting activities for the youth in the village including: golf; tennis; football, racket sports; and cricket. We will also be subsidising sport and multi-activity days run by Supersportz, who will be organising ‘Olympic’ themed sport, arts and craft activities.
